State patriotism formation among cadets of Rosgvardia higher military educational
institutions by means of the English language based on the heroic deeds of the national
guard troops servicemen — Heroes of the Russian Federation

Introduction

Currently, one of the most important tasks of the military education system is to instill

in Rosgvardia cadets a deep sense of state patriotism, devotion to the motherland and awareness
of their high responsibility for its defense. A special role in this process is played by the study
of the English language, as it both expands the professional opportunities of future Rosgvardia
officers and contributes to the development of their communication skills necessary for
international military cooperation. The use of examples of heroic deeds performed

by servicemen of the National Guard of the Russian Federation allows to integrate patriotic
education into language learning, making it more meaningful and practical. It also contributes
to the formation of ““a holistic world view of future Rosgvardia officers, ensuring a valuable
attitude to the motherland, the National Guard, professional tasks, officer traditions and other
aspects of the future officer’s life” [5, p. 2].



The importance of state patriotism in the military education system

National patriotism is a conscious devotion to one’s country, readiness to serve its interests and
protect national values. The development of this quality in cadets is carried out through various
forms of educational and extracurricular activities, including the study of the history of the
National Guard troops, analysis of the heroic deeds of modern heroes, and participation

in patriotic events [2, p. 28]. In the context of globalization, the knowledge of English becomes
an integral part of the professional training of Rosgvardia officers, which allows them

to communicate in a foreign language in a professionally oriented field.

The use of the English language as a tool for patriotic education

The study of English in military educational institutions of Rosgvardia should include the study
of grammar and vocabulary, as well as texts reflecting the heroism and courage of servicemen.
This approach allows cadets to develop patriotic consciousness by getting acquainted with the
biographies of heroes of the Russian Federation, analyzing their deeds, and discussing the moral
and ethical aspects of military service. In addition, language skills are developed through the
study of military vocabulary, work with authentic texts, and oral and written translation

of materials on military valor. Using examples of national heroes increases cadets’ motivation
to learn a foreign language, making the educational process more meaningful and engaging.

Heroic deeds of Rosgvardia servicemen as a basis for language learning

Examples of heroic actions by National Guard soldiers can serve as the basis for developing
educational materials. Biographical material and information about heroic deeds in English have
formed the basis of a textbook for extracurricular reading in English. As part of the work of the
Cadet Military-Scientific Society, students have the opportunity to discuss the heroic past and
present of our country and to experience pride in belonging to the National Guard of the Russian
Federation. In addition, participation in the foreign language Olympiad “Always on Guard”
allows cadets of the Rosgvardia Military Academy to expand their knowledge of the heroic
deeds of its graduates.

Practical implementation of the methodology

The methodological techniques of patriotic development through the English language include
reading and then commenting and summarizing the biographies of Rosgvardia heroes, followed
by discussions and written presentations in English; translating articles and documentary
materials about the heroic deeds of servicemen; role-playing and discussions about military duty,
patriotism and heroism; organizing project-based research activities; and creating multimedia
projects about the heroes of the Russian Federation, presented in English.

In addition, the Rosgvardia Military Academy annually holds foreign-language conferences
dedicated to heroes, where cadets have the opportunity to give presentations, discuss the heroic
deeds of servicemen, and improve their language skills. The analysis of the topics chosen by the
cadets for presentations and publications shows a growing interest in modern heroes of the
National Guard of the Russian Federation. The heroic deed of Fyodor Zakharovich Babayov,

a special forces officer who demonstrated exceptional bravery while performing combat
missions in the special military operation zone [3], has aroused strong emotional responses
among the cadets of the Military Academy. His biography can be used in educational materials
for translation, writing summaries in English, and analyzing key events in his service. The
famous words of Magomed Nurbagandov [4] “Keep working, brothers!” and Alexander
Yanklovich [1] “Special forces do not fight for awards” — officers who became symbols



of unyielding will and loyalty to the oath — can serve as a basis for discussions about military
duty and patriotism in English.

Special attention should be given to the cadets’ accounts of the heroic deeds of their family
members. The use of family archives and electronic databases, as well as conversations with
relatives, instills a sense of ownership, fosters historical memory, and cultivates a desire

to continue the work of their ancestors.

Conclusion

Fostering state patriotism among cadets through the English language, based on the example of
heroic deeds of Rosgvardia servicemen, is an effective method of developing professionally
significant competencies. This approach allows to integrate foreign language learning with the
main tasks of military education and contributes to the development of patriotic consciousness,
communication skills and readiness to defend national interests. The inclusion of heroic
examples in the educational process makes it more meaningful, inspiring and focused on the
formation of highly moral Rosgvardia officers devoted to their country.

o meeting successful personalities who have become heroes of their time can inspire young
people: these can be famous historical figures, as well as modern leaders, activists and
public figures. Stories about their path to success and the struggle for their ideals show
that everyone can become a hero in their life.

How do you raise a hero instead of an outsider?

Forming a personality capable of resisting injustice rather than remaining a passive observer
is no easy task. An ordinary person often prefers to distance themselves from conflicts,
especially when it comes to peer bullying. A hero, on the other hand, acts differently: they
intervene, offering help to the victim, step by step fighting against evil.

Inaction and silent consent to the spread of negative phenomena characterize the majority. This
passivity creates a favorable environment for the flourishing of violence and injustice, making
them, in essence, the norm.

Unlike the indifferent, true heroes possess two important qualities. The first is loyalty to their
beliefs and principles. They stand up for justice regardless of the circumstances. The second
is a willingness to take risks to defend their ideals.

Many parents, as well as children, fear the consequences of confronting an aggressor. These fears

are understandable: the bully’s retaliation can cause physical, emotional, or social harm to the
child.

However, despite the potential risks, it is extremely important to instill courage and an active life
stance in children. Instead of passive observing, they should be taught to make responsible
decisions and stand up for justice. Below are some recommendations for raising children who
can confront injustice.

Teach children that they have the right to resolve conflicts. It is important to instill in children
from an early age, a belief in their ability to independently resolve conflicts. Conflicts are not

a catastrophe but a part of life that can be overcome with the right skills. For a child

to demonstrate courage and determination, they must be confident in their communication
abilities and their right to defend their position. Teaching constructive conflict resolution
methods, fostering goal orientation, perseverance, and positive thinking is key to gaining this
confidence.

By your own example, teach your children to be caring and compassionate toward

others. The personal example set by parents plays a crucial role. Show empathy and compassion
to children without emphasizing your own achievements. People who perform heroic acts

in extreme conditions rarely are driven by a desire for fame or public recognition. They are
characterized by their ability to form deep emotional connections, a strong attachment to those
around them, and a sense of responsibility for their well-being. This sense of responsibility



develops in childhood, when parents show care, understanding, and tolerance not only towards
their own children but also towards all people, regardless of their social status, physical
characteristics, or other differences.

Examples of a modern hero
Solovyova Anya, saved a drowning child

During a swimming practice, thirteen-year-old Anya noticed a motionless child at the bottom

of the pool. Without hesitation, she called for her coach and, without waiting for adult help, dove
in after him. The rescue operation took mere seconds: Anya’s actions were swift and allowed her
to save the boy’s life. Medics confirmed that another minute of hesitation would have been fatal.

Gleb Frolov, saved a man who fell out of a window

Eleven-year-old Gleb discovered a young man lying on the ground after falling from the third
floor while returning from school. Bystanders passed by indifferently, but Gleb called for

an ambulance. Fearing his call might not be taken seriously, he additionally sought help from his
father, who confirmed the call. Thanks for the boy’s timely response, the victim’s life was saved.

Ivan Chirov, pulled a classmate out of a well

Near an old well, Vanya, a fourth-grade student, witnessed a dangerous situation. His classmate
had climbed down a flimsy ladder and fell through the ice. Hearing cries for help, Vanya
immediately rushed to assist. At the risk of his own safety, he descended into the well, pulled his
classmate out, and brought him back up despite the slippery steps. Fortunately, the victim was
not injured.

Zimin Ivan, saved a snowboarder who fell through the snow

While skiing down a slope, thirteen-year-old Vanya saw a glove sticking out of the snow.

It turned out that a snowboarder had gotten trapped in a snowbank, with his helmeted head stuck
in the snow, making it impossible for him to move. Although other skiers passed by without
noticing, Vanya stopped and helped the man get free from the snow.

Sergey Savelov, dragged an unconscious friend through the snow for several kilometers

A group of boys was having fun on the cool slide in the area, riding on inflatable tubes. During
a rapid descent, one of them collided with a tree, sustaining a severe head injury and losing
consciousness. Finding themselves in a deserted place, quite far from the nearest houses, eleven-
year-old Sergey did not abandon his friend. Demonstrating incredible patience and willpower,
he laid the injured boy on the tube and, despite the strong winds and snowy roads, pulled him
several kilometers to the nearest house. Medical professionals confirmed that without timely
help, the consequences of the injury could have been irreversible, potentially leading

to disability. Thus, thanks to Sergey’s courage and selflessness, his friend’s life was saved.

Conclusion

Fostering a personality capable of altruistic acts is a complex but necessary task for modern
society. A modern hero is not just a brave person but one with a well-developed moral compass,
critical thinking, and an active civic stance. Nurturing such personalities requires

a comprehensive approach, starting from the earliest years of education. It is essential to instill
not only a sense of responsibility and empathy in children but also to cultivate a desire for
knowledge, the ability to empathize, and the skill to analyze complex situations.



The role of mentors, primarily parents and educators, cannot be overstated. They must serve

as living examples of honesty, fairness, and courage, daily demonstrating these values through
their actions. It is important to create a safe and trusting atmosphere that facilitates open dialogue
about difficult issues and ethical dilemmas. Only in such an environment can children develop
critical thinking skills, make informed decisions independently, and act in accordance with their
beliefs.

The development of future heroes is not a one-time event but an ongoing process that requires
the active participation of society as a whole. The education system must foster civic
engagement, showing children how their actions can change the world for the better. Only

in such an atmosphere can individuals be raised who are ready not just to observe, but to act,
take responsibility, and become true defenders of justice. It is essential to cultivate not only
knowledge of moral norms but also a willingness to apply this knowledge in practice, even in the
face of danger. This is the foundation for creating a true hero, willing to sacrifice their comfort
for others. The seeds of such heroism must be sown in childhood.

Literary heroes: examples for education
Introduction

The modern hero is not a mythical athlete with inordinate strength, but a person who
demonstrates heroism in everyday life. He does not necessarily fight evil on an epic scale, but
makes every day the choice in favor of goodness, honesty and compassion.

A modern hero may be a doctor who saves lives, a teacher who inspires students, a volunteer
who helps those in need, or simply someone who lends a helping hand to others. Their hallmarks
are the courage to stand up for their beliefs, empathy for others, and a willingness to sacrifice
personal gain for the greater good.

Heroism is not the absence of fear, but the ability to overcome it. The modern hero fights
injustice, protects the weak, and strives for a world where everyone has a place. He is a role
model, proving that each of us is capable of heroic deeds that change the world for the better.

How to raise a hero? Literature can answer this question. Literature is not just the art of words,
but also a powerful tool for education [5, P. 87]. Book heroes, whether classic or modern, can
serve as role models, inspiring us to do good deeds and right actions [10, P. 56].

The topic of modern heroes and the use of literature in their upbringing remains extremely
relevant in modern society. In the context of globalization, digitalization and rapid social
changes, it is important to form values in the younger generation that will help them navigate the
complex world. Literature, as one of the key tools of upbringing, plays an important role in this
process.



Features of choosing literature for children

When choosing literature, it is important to consider several key aspects that will help make the
material useful, interesting and relevant for the target audience — parents, teachers and the
children themselves. Here are the main features that are worth considering:

1. Age-specific targeting

Literature should correspond to the age of the children for whom it is intended [1, p.65]. For
example: fairy tales and short stories with bright illustrations and simple plots are suitable for
preschoolers.

For younger students — works with more complex plots and characters who face moral
dilemmas.

For teenagers — books that touch on the themes of friendship, self-determination, justice and
responsibility.

2. Moral and educational aspects

The heroes of the works should demonstrate positive qualities such as kindness, honesty,
courage, hard work, respect for others and the ability to overcome difficulties [9, p. 211].

It is important that the characters are multifaceted, showing both strengths and weaknesses,
so that children can learn from their mistakes [4, p. 35].

3. Variety of genres

Use different genres: fairy tales, stories, novellas, poems, fantasy, adventures. This will help
cover different interests of children.

Consider that boys and girls may prefer different types of heroes and plots.

4. Role models

Choose works where the characters are positive role models [3, p. 5]. For example:
Characters who help others (e. g. Gerda from “The Snow Queen”).

Characters who overcome their fears (e. g. Timur from “Timur and His Team™).
Characters who learn to be responsible and fair (e. g. The Little Prince).

5. Relevance and modernity

Include modern books that reflect today’s realities and problems that children face (bullying,
ecology, online friendship, etc.).

Consider works that teach tolerance, respect for differences, and the ability to find a common
language with others.

6. Interactivity and involvement

Recommend books that can be a reason for discussion with children. For example, after reading,
you can discuss how the child would act in the hero’s place [6, p. 87].

Keep in mind that some books can be used for joint reading with parents or teachers.

Examples



All people read fairy tales in childhood. It is they who first of all instill in a child the concept

of heroes and heroism. Heroism in Russian fairy tales is not just strength and courage;

it is a moral choice made in the name of goodness and justice. The hero of the fairy tale,

be it Ivan Tsarevich or a simple soldier, is endowed not only with physical strength, but also with
spiritual fortitude. He resists evil, often in the guise of Koshchei the Deathless, Baba Yaga

or another fairy-tale monster, not for the sake of personal glory, but for the sake of saving

others — the princess, the people, the entire state.

Heroism is manifested in the ability to sacrifice oneself, in devotion to duty and faith in the best.
Even in situations that seem hopeless, heroes find the strength to fight, relying on ingenuity,
friendship and the help of magical creatures. Victory over evil is usually not the result of brute
force, but the result of cunning, wisdom and kindness. The Russian fairy tale teaches that true
heroism lies not in the absence of fear, but in the ability to overcome it for the sake of a higher
goal.

Historical literature and military prose, especially those dedicated to the Great Patriotic War, can
be of great help in raising a hero. One of such works is “The Young Guard”. The heroism of the

heroes of A. A. Fadeev’s novel “The Young Guard” is not just courage in battle, but a conscious
choice of teenagers who stood up to defend their homeland. Their heroism lies in their devotion

to ideals, their readiness to sacrifice themselves for the sake of freedom and independence

of their native land.

Recent schoolchildren organize an underground organization, conduct propaganda work,
distribute leaflets, save Soviet prisoners of war and thwart the plans of the Nazi invaders. Even
when faced with torture and betrayal, the young guardsmen did not break, did not betray their
comrades and their beliefs. Their feat, tragic in many ways, became a symbol of the courage and
fortitude of Soviet youth during the Great Patriotic War. The heroism of the “Young Guard”

is an example of how young hearts filled with love for the Motherland are capable

of an immortal feat in the name of the future.

We should not forget about professional heroism, when a person devotes himself entirely

to work, giving his whole soul for the benefit of others. First of all, this concerns medicine. The
writer Antonina Koptyaeva gave us a wonderful example in her works. Ivan Ivanovich

is a doctor and he puts his medical duty above all else. He works tirelessly, saving lives, healing
diseases, giving hope. His heroism lies not only in professional skill, but also in a sensitive,
attentive attitude towards each patient. He sees each person as an individual, worries about their
fate, supports them in difficult times.

The heroism of Ivan Ivanovich is an example of selflessness and devotion to his cause.

He inspires others with his example, encourages them to be better, more honest, more merciful.
His life is a feat accomplished without loud words and pompous statements, a feat worthy

of admiration and imitation.

Potential problems

Raising heroes through literature is a complex task that requires awareness of not only the
motives for heroic deeds, but also the potential problems that arise when they are idealized.
A bias toward boundless self-sacrifice can lead to neglect of one’s own life and well-being.
Mindless imitation of heroes of the past, whose values do not correspond to modern realities,
leads to disorientation [2, p. 55].



It is important to analyze the context in which the hero acted and to understand that his decisions
are often determined by specific circumstances. Literature should stimulate critical thinking, not
blind admiration. It is necessary to avoid creating perfect images that can cause a feeling

of inferiority in the reader. The emphasis should be on the internal struggle, doubts and moral
choice of the hero, demonstrating that heroism is not the absence of fear, but the ability

to overcome it for the sake of a higher goal.

Conclusion

Literature, like a mirror, reflects eras and shapes ideals, playing a key role in the education

of heroes. Classic works, from epic poems to gripping novels, demonstrate examples of courage,
self-sacrifice and moral fortitude. By reading about the exploits of past heroes, young people
learn to distinguish between good and evil, draw inspiration for personal development and
realize the importance of moral principles.

Definition of heroism

To begin, let’s consider the concept of heroism itself. Heroism is courage, decisiveness, and self-
sacrifice in critical situations. Numerous dictionaries define “heroism” as something positive and
beneficial, as heroism leaves a lasting historical imprint on society’s memory.

The historical phenomenon of heroism

The phenomenon of heroism has been integrated into both mythology and religion, transforming
the concept into a divine fact. Later, the concept acquired a military-patriotic connotation,
particularly during the Great Patriotic War (World War II). We all remember from our school
days the children whose childhoods were stolen. These young people joined partisan
detachments, served as scouts, saboteurs, and cabin boys, worked in factories, herded cattle, and
so on. The young names who gave their lives for the good of our Motherland — Lenya Golikov,
Sasha Chekalin, Valya Kotik, Zina Portnova, Marat Kazei, Sasha Kovalev, Kostya Yanin, Vitya
Korobkov — and this is far from a complete list of the heroes of that era, will be remembered for
centuries to come. The entire country was in an extremely perilous situation, where every day
lived was considered a feat.

In the present day, heroes have emerged in diverse spheres of life: medicine, ecology, the
military, and the protection of the lives and health of citizens. The perception and awareness



of people’s problematic issues have broadened considerably, leading to a transformation in the
form heroism takes.

Living examples

e Greta Thunberg. An eco-activist, she began contemplating her future in the field
of ecology at a relatively young age. Online, she united a circle of like-minded
individuals who support her activities. Greta openly spoke out against the unlawful
policies of states that damage the environment. Through her strikes, she successfully
attracted media attention both to herself and to the environmental problem itself.

e Sergei Ivanov. A cadet at the Bolshechausovskaya School named after Hero of the Soviet
Union T. Orlov, saved the life of a seven-year-old drowning boy. Sergei remained calm
under pressure. Thanks to his grandmother, a doctor, he was able to provide first aid. The

boy had lost consciousness, and the cadet immediately performed CPR, saving the child’s
life.

e Nikita Volkov, Maxim Zgogurin, and Vadim Kibaev. Members of the Yunarmiya
detachment “Phoenix” rescued a grandmother from a burning apartment. Lightning had
struck the apartment building. Despite the danger, risking their own lives, the young men
carried the elderly woman out of the fire to a neighboring house and stayed with her until
emergency services arrived.

o Artem Donskoy. A 14-year-old student of Krasnogorsk School No. 19 led a crowd
of frightened people out of the building during the terrorist attack at Crocus City Hall.
The young man was working as a cloakroom attendant on the day of the tragedy to earn
money for a gift for his mother and to save up for a new computer.

e Zhenya Tabakov. A boy who saved his sister Yana’s life during a home robbery. Zhenya
grabbed a knife and took the brunt of the attack, allowing his sister to escape and call for
help, though tragically, it was too late for him.

This list of names is not exhaustive; there are many more. Neither parents, nor friends nor the
children themselves could have predicted what these young heroes would do for their loved ones,
a random passerby, society, or the future. As practice has shown, children, like adults, can
sacrifice their freedom, health, and even their lives for the sake of others and the world around
them.

Social heroism

With the emergence of volunteer platforms, the number of volunteers, who can rightly be called
the heroes of our time, has been increasing. These organizations include DOBRO. RF,
Mosvolonter, Volunteers of Podmoskovye We Are Near, and others. Young people participate

in collecting humanitarian aid, assisting the elderly, orphanages, and shelters, planting trees, and
maintaining the burial sites of heroes. Through their collective efforts, they accomplish the same
mission as the individuals mentioned above.

The inner world of young heroes

Living examples of youthful heroism confirm a set of qualities that contribute to the
development of true heroes among minors, such as:



e Compassion and Empathy. The ability to understand and support others is the foundation
of heroism. Cultivating these qualities begins at an early age. Parents and educators can
model empathetic behavior, demonstrating it through their own actions.

e Responsibility. The ability to take responsibility for one’s actions is a crucial component
of heroism. Children should learn to set goals and achieve them, as well as understand the
consequences of their decisions.

e Critical Thinking. In a rapidly changing world, it’s essential to be able to analyze
information and draw informed conclusions. This will help minors be proactive and
engage in social activities.

e Leadership Qualities. Every young hero should be able to lead others. Fostering
leadership involves encouraging initiative and the ability to work in a team.

e Collectivism. The ability to work in a team will help everyone achieve their goals through
joint efforts. Children’s organizations like Yunarmiya, the Movement of the First, and
Rosmolodezh help foster a sense of collectivism.

External factors

e Adult example. Children learn not only from words but also from example. Adults should
demonstrate heroism in their actions: whether it’s helping neighbors, participating
in volunteer projects, or taking an active civic stance. It’s important for minors to see how
adults overcome difficulties and help others.

e Educational programs. Schools and educational institutions can organize programs aimed
at fostering civic engagement and social responsibility. Classes on ecology, human rights,
and volunteering contribute to children’s awareness of their role in society.

o Supporting creativity. Raising heroes also requires creating space for self-expression.
Participation in theaters, clubs, and studios allows children to develop unique qualities,
learn teamwork, and unlock their potential, fostering a drive to participate in local
initiatives, volunteer activities, and social projects.

e Involvement in community affairs. This helps minors understand the importance of social
responsibility and active participation in the life of society.

Conclusion

Modern adolescent heroes play a vital role in society, demonstrating that even young people can
influence change and take responsibility. To nurture such heroes, it’s necessary to create

a supportive environment that cultivates essential qualities: compassion, responsibility, critical
thinking, leadership skills, and collectivism.

Heroism is courage, decisiveness, and self-sacrifice in critical situations. The concept itself has
historically been established as a positive phenomenon. Heroism in the eyes of modern people
remains the same as before, but it has extended to every sphere of our lives.

Living examples of youthful heroism are impressive even to adults, as they are in no way inferior
to the older generation.

To develop heroism among young people, it’s essential to cultivate qualities such as compassion,
responsibility, critical thinking, leadership skills, and collectivism. However, to foster these
qualities in minors, it’s necessary to create a specific environment and apply various approaches

Heroic deeds of educators: from the past to the future
Introduction

Choosing the profession of a teacher is not merely a pursuit of self-actualization, but a conscious
acceptance of immense responsibility. This path demands not only profound professional
knowledge and pedagogical skill, but also a readiness for complete self-sacrifice. Parents,
entrusting their children to a teacher’s care, commit to them their most precious possession—the
child’s life and well-being. They hope their child will receive not only knowledge but also

an upbringing that shapes their personality and protects them from any danger. Therefore, the
teaching profession implies constant preparedness for the unexpected, for making difficult
decisions that can determine a young person’s fate.

The image of the educator, mentor, and caregiver has always been associated with wisdom,
patience, and selflessness. These are fundamental qualities necessary for successful work with
children. However, history has repeatedly shown that pedagogical activity can transcend
conventional notions, requiring not only professionalism but also incredible courage, self-
sacrifice, and a willingness to place the lives of their students above their own. In extreme
situations, in moments of danger and threat, teachers have repeatedly demonstrated not only
professional qualities but also true heroism, a readiness to sacrifice themselves for the sake

of saving children.

This article is dedicated to researching the manifestations of heroism among educators across
various historical periods, from the tragic events of wartime to contemporary challenges.

We focus on events that vividly demonstrated the boundless love of teachers for their students
and their devotion to their country, their capacity for self-sacrifice in the name of high ideals.
Analyzing these cases will allow for a deeper understanding of the motivations of educators,
their moral principles, and the influence of their actions shaping the patriotic upbringing of the
younger generation.

Unsung heroes of quiet professions: the teacher

In the crucible of the Great Patriotic War, every citizen of the Soviet Union demonstrated
unparalleled resilience and selflessness, contributing to the overall victory. Even amidst the total
war, as the newspaper “Pravda” emphasized, children’s education remained a priority: “Despite
all the difficulties of wartime, the law on universal education remains unshakeable.” This
principle was implemented with incredible courage and self-sacrifice by educators who not only
preserved the educational process but also performed truly heroic feats.

A striking example is the work of Nikolai Kyung, a history teacher and graduate of the Teacher
training secondary school of Vyazma, who met the war in Brest Fortress. Finding himself in the
horrific conditions of the Buchenwald concentration camp, he, despite mortal danger, along with



Nikodim Fedosenko, organized a clandestine school for imprisoned children. Evening classes,
held after grueling labor, became an island of hope and humanity in the hell of fascism.
Homemade tablets replaced textbooks, and simple phrases like “Mama washes the frame”
intertwined with shouts of “Papa beats the fascists,” becoming symbols of resistance. The eight
months of this underground school’s existence testified to incredible fortitude and dedication

to their calling. Risking their lives, the teachers concealed their activities from the SS, skillfully
disguising the educational process as games.

Kyung and Fedosenko’s feat are just one of countless examples of teachers’ heroism. By decree
of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR of December 11, 1944, thousands

of educators were awarded orders and medals for their selfless work during wartime. More than
5,000 teachers received state awards, including 205 Orders of Lenin, 1,421 Orders of the Red
Banner of Labor, and 982 Orders of the Badge of Honor. Among them is Tatyana Baramzina,

a geography teacher and a graduate of the teacher training secondary school in Glazov, who,
displaying exceptional courage, went to the front, became a sniper, and was posthumously
awarded the title of Hero of the Soviet Union. These examples demonstrate that heroism
manifests not only on the battlefield but also in seemingly ordinary professions.

They shielded the children with their bodies

School No. 1 in Beslan became a symbol not only of the unprecedented cruelty of terrorists but
also of the boundless courage of its teachers. Their selflessness, demonstrated during the
hostage-taking, will forever remain in memory as an example of the highest heroism. In the
hellish atmosphere of the sports hall, filled with cries of pain and fear, the teachers became
islands of hope and support for the children in their despair. They supported not only the children
but also each other, instilling faith in salvation.

Lidiya Aleksandrovna Tsalieva, the 70-year-old school principal, suffering from diabetes,
endured unimaginable suffering but never allowed herself to despair. Her calm and courage
helped to soothe the children, whose sobs provoked the terrorists to shoot. Even wounded

by an explosion, lying on her side, she gestured and shouted, guiding the children towards the
windows, providing them with at least some chance of escape. Her grandchildren, who were also
in the gymnasium, miraculously survived.

Yanis Konstantinovich Kanidi, a 74-year-old physical education teacher known to the children
as Ivan Konstantinovich, became a symbol of self-sacrifice through his unparalleled courage.
Despite his age and fatigue, he stood, freeing up space for the children on the floor. Rejecting the
terrorists’ offer to leave the school, he became a living shield, protecting the children from the
bullets, for which he was brutally beaten. Death overtook him during the assault when he tried
to wrest a weapon from the militants who came into the gymnasium to shoot the hostages. His
body was riddled with more than ten bullets.

Alena Dzutseva, a 28-year-old Ossetian language teacher, thrown into the courtyard by the blast
wave, returned to the gymnasium, saying: “I won’t run ahead of the children!” She helped many
children escape the building but perished herself under the rubble of the collapsed roof.

Saving the children, the teachers acted instinctively, sometimes not even realizing the full extent
of the danger. They helped small children onto windowsills, helping them escape the building,
while automatic gunfire rang out from behind. They left last, sacrificing themselves for their
students, becoming a living embodiment of selfless love and dedication. The Beslan tragedy
revealed not only the horrifying cruelty of the terrorists but also the unconquerable strength



of spirit of ordinary teachers who shielded the children with their bodies, giving their lives for
their salvation.

From preparing for the state exams to the SMO

The decision of teachers to volunteer for the Special Military Operation (SMO) is a complex and
multifaceted phenomenon that cannot be reduced to a simple desire to fight. Behind this decision
lies a deeper motivation, often linked to a sense of duty to the Motherland, a desire to protect
loved ones, and to secure a future for their students. Many of those who went to the front
emphasize that their actions are dictated not only by patriotism but also by the desire to create
safe living conditions for their families and future generations. They see their participation in the
SMO not only as their personal contribution to the defense of the country but also

as an investment in the well-being of the children they teach.

For many teachers who found themselves on the front lines, children are not just students but
part of their lives, part of their community. This sense of responsibility for the future of the
country and for the life of every child to whom they once imparted knowledge and laid the
foundation of moral principles becomes a powerful impetus for action. They go to war,
understanding that their educational mission extends beyond the school walls and encompasses
a larger task—ensuring a peaceful future for their students.

“Some might think children’s letters are trivial, but they’re not,” says Alibeg Kazanibev,
principal of School No. 2 in Kaspiysk, Candidate of Historical Sciences, Honored Worker

of Public Education of the Republic of Dagestan, Honored Worker of General Education of the
Russian Federation, winner of the “Best Teachers of Russia — 2013 competition, and father
of many children, who volunteered for the SMO in the fall of 2022. “My company commander
and other comrades brought them to me in stacks, saying, ‘Since you’re a teacher, you should
answer the children.” And the letters came from all corners of our country: from the Far East,
Udmurtia, Nalchik, St. Petersburg, Moscow... We’d sit down with the guys, and I’d read these
letters aloud. Even the toughest soldiers could barely hold back their emotions. Imagine, grown
men with tears in their eyes, hiding their faces in their hands. I remember one girl’s letter;

it really touched me. At the end, it said: ‘Soldier, please come home alive and well.” I can say
with confidence that any, even very necessary, material support is nothing compared to these
emotions.”

The thought that their families and students are waiting for them at home becomes a powerful
source of moral strength for teachers in the SMO. This is not simply family support, but the
understanding that their sacrifice has meaning, that for the sake of this peaceful future they are
ready to risk their own lives. Knowing that their work at school is valued and that their students
remember and await their return gives them strength and confidence in the rightness of their
choice. They don’t see themselves as simply soldiers; they view their mission as a continuation
of their pedagogical work, but on a broader, national scale. They fight for the values they try

to instill in their children at school: patriotism, courage, responsibility, and faith in a better
future.

Therefore, the decision of teachers to go to the SMO is not only a matter of personal choice but
also a deep understanding of their duty to the country, their families, and, most importantly,

to their students. It is a selfless mission motivated not only by patriotic feelings but also by deep
love and responsibility for the future of the younger generation.

Conclusion



History has repeatedly shown that educators are not merely purveyors of knowledge but also
guardians of moral values, capable of incredible heroism. The examples of teachers’ selflessness
during the Great Patriotic War — saving children, maintaining the educational process under
occupation, and even participating in the partisan movement — continue to amaze with their
power and scale. The Beslan tragedy reaffirmed the readiness of educators to sacrifice
themselves for their students, creating an illusion of safety and protecting children from the
horrors of terrorism. Their actions were not simply professional duty but a manifestation of deep
love and responsibility for the younger generation.

Today, in the context of the Special Military Operation (SMO), we see a continuation of this
heroic tradition. Many teachers, recognizing their civic duty and responsibility for the country’s
future, voluntarily go to the front, defending their homeland and fighting for a peaceful future for
their students. For them, this is not simply war but a continuation of the mission begun in school:
a fight for the same values — justice, freedom, and security. Like their predecessors during
wartime, they will sacrifice themselves for a better tomorrow, understanding that their
contribution to victory is an investment in future generations.

These examples clearly demonstrate that heroism is not an exceptional phenomenon, recorded
only in heroic epics. Heroism is a daily choice, a readiness to defend one’s convictions, protect
one’s neighbors, and sacrifice oneself for higher ideals. Heroes live among us; They are

among us — our teachers, doctors, military personnel, and everyone who performs acts worthy
of admiration and respect every day. It is they, with their courage and selflessness, who form the
foundation of our society and make the world a better place.

One more example out of many ones Alexander
Beloglazov and his unit destroyed 30 pieces of armored equipment, captured 18 strongholds, and
suppressed about 50 firing positions. He personally participated in over 500 combat missions,
including defining a bridge under mortar fire, where he eliminated 15 militants.

Heroes in everyday life

We see their faces on billboard all over Moscow and other cities and towns now. I find it just.
The country must know its heroes and their names. There is a great number of such heroism
on the battlefield.

We see the heroes of the Special Military Operation not only on billboards. Heroes live
among us. These are volunteers who work as medics and builders in the SVO zone. They are
also those who make their professional contributions to strengthening the defense capabilities
and prosperity of the Motherland.

The legacy of Vasily Zakharovich Vlasov

My great-grandfather, Vasily Zakharovich Vlasov, left an indelible mark on the development
of the theory of thin-walled structures. This field covers a wide range of areas, including walls,
floors, and roofs of buildings, bridge foundations, as well as crucial elements such as the wings
and hulls of aircraft, ships, submarines, and rockets.

His candidate’s dissertation, was recognised as exceptional, and the academic council awarded
him a doctoral degree, as well as the title of Professor in the specialty of “Theory of Structures.’
He became the founder of the scientific field “Reinforced Concrete Spatial Structures,” which
attracted the attention of specialists worldwide.

Relevance

were born and grew up during the post-war period, and there are fewer and fewer veterans who
fought during the Great Patriotic War.

The goal of helping veterans and their families is equally relevant. Unfortunately, children
of veterans leave them alone, visiting them once a year. In order for our older generation not
to lose the sense of necessity, our state has developed charitable funds to help veterans. Guys
my age, showing respect for veterans, provide medical care, accompany them on the street,
as well as receive free services of lawyers and psychologists.

Heroes of our country



The concept of “hero” in the context of domestic history goes beyond a simple lexical unit,
denoting real merits to the state and the people associated with exceptional, often selfless deeds.
Heroes are individuals who stand up for justice and the independence of their country, ensuring
the safety of future generations by countering threats whose consequences are still felt today. The
image of the hero of the Great Patriotic War embodies loyalty to the Motherland and the highest
degree of patriotism.

Heroism manifests itself in courage, bravery, and self-sacrifice, in the willingness to give one’s
life for the defense of the country. This quality is inherent in both legendary military figures and
ordinary citizens, whose names remained unknown until their feats but who made invaluable
contributions to the defense of the Motherland.

However, the concept of heroism is not limited to wartime. Heroes rightly include those who
perform peaceful deeds, selflessly helping those in need by using their labor and talents for the
benefit of society. It is important to emphasize that military actions, in and of themselves, are not
synonymous with heroism. War is merely an extreme situation that gives rise to the necessity for
heroic acts but is not the root cause of them. True heroism lies in motivation and selflessness.

The first defenders of the Russian land: bogatyrs

Throughout its history, Russia has fought many and often. After this many years of fighting, the
name of our country was glorified by many defenders of the Fatherland. The first defenders

of the Russian Land belong to the Bylin epic. They guarded the frontiers of our large and
immense country from envious enemies. Bogatyrs were famous for their strength, courage and
bravery, loyalty to the fatherland and feats performed to build the Fatherland.

The first, most popular and often recognized, bogatyrs were Ilya Muromets, Dobrynya Nikitich
and Alyosha Popovich. Such Heroes as Grand Prince Svyatoslav Igorevich, Eupatiy Kolovrat,
Alexander Yaroslavovich are also known.

For example, Grand Prince Svyatoslav Igorevich. Actually, the real defender of Fatherland

it is difficult to name it. Prince was strict and aggressive, that is peculiar to the young ruler.
He has protected Russia not only from empire-hegemon, but also has put the beginning of its
military policy in the sunny south.

Also, for consideration we shall take Ilya Muromets, the bygone hero who really lived in XII
century and has died a monk of the Kievo-Pechersk Lavra about 1188. The scientific
examination has confirmed his similarity and identity with Ilya Muromets. The monk was a head
taller than a man of that time; powerful hands distinguished him from other people. In his
lifetime he received many wounds, participating in battles/struggles, and died at the age of 40-50
years from a blow of a spear.

It was in the service of the fatherland that Ilya differed from other servants, since he achieved
such memory and honor in our days. His main feats were made in the period from 1160 to 1180
that speaks that he served during the reign of Svyatoslav Vsevolodovich.

Heroes of the Great Patriotic War

The war demanded from the people strength and patience, huge sacrifices and revealed the
steadfastness and courage of the USSR, the ability to sacrifice for the freedom and independence
of the Motherland.

During the war years, servicemen were awarded the title of Hero of the Soviet Union for heroic
deeds. Among the servicemen who earned the title of Hero of the Soviet Union were awarded



over 35% of privates, sergeants and petty officers, about 60% — officers. Generals, admirals and
marshals — about 380 people. Also awarded were women, about 87 people. The first
to be awarded this title was Zoya Kosmodemyanskaya (posthumously).

Heroes of the Great Patriotic War are Soviet citizens who performed heroic feats in the period
from 1941-1945, defending the honor and name of our homeland and brought the victory of the
USSR over the Nazis.

For the feats committed during the War, about 11 thousand military men were awarded, half
of them posthumously. We would like to give some examples.

Nikolai Gastello (1907-1941). The feat of Nikolai Gastello, the commander of a crew
posthumously awarded the title of Hero of the Soviet Union, is linked to his selfless destruction
of a concentration of enemy forces. After his aircraft was damaged in an aerial battle, Gastello
directed his burning plane towards the enemy positions, inflicting significant losses. For this
unprecedented act of bravery, he was awarded the high honor on July 26, 1941.

Alexey Maresyev (1916-2001). A Hero of the Soviet Union and deputy commander, fighter
pilot Alexey Maresyev demonstrated exceptional strength of spirit and endurance. After his plane
crashed and he sustained severe leg injuries, he managed to cover a significant distance under
harsh conditions to reach a populated area. Despite the amputation of his limbs, due to his
incredible will to live and determination, Maresyev returned to flying service with the help

of prosthetics.

Zoya Kosmodemyanskaya (Tanya) (1923-1941). A Soviet partisan and Hero of the Soviet
Union, Kosmodemyanskaya voluntarily joined a special partisan unit operating under the orders
of the Western Front staff in the Mozhaysk direction. As a very young girl, she carried out
dangerous missions behind enemy lines. During a reconnaissance operation, she was captured,
subjected to cruel torture, but steadfastly endured the interrogation, revealing no secret
information and not disclosing her real name. Her martyrdom on November 29 in the village

of Petrishchevo became a symbol of unbroken spirit and patriotism. The site of her execution and
the house where she was tortured are now memorial sites commemorating her heroism.

Often, such acts are committed for
political motives, aiming to influence government decisions.

Law enforcement officers act as a bulwark of public and political order. Their image of resilience
and selflessness is formed from an early age in every child who has encountered a law
enforcement representative. History has repeatedly confirmed that their work requires not only
professionalism but also personal qualities such as courage, readiness for self-sacrifice, and
dedication to serving society. In times of danger, officers have repeatedly demonstrated their
willingness to place the lives of strangers above their own.

This article 1s devoted to the study of heroism displayed by law enforcement officers through

a specific example — the terrorist attack in Dubrovka on October 23, 2002. We will focus on this
event, which vividly illustrates love for the Motherland and devotion to one’s country, as well

as the capacity for self-sacrifice. Analyzing these cases will allow for a deeper understanding

of the motivation of law enforcement officers, their moral principles, and the impact of their
actions shaping the patriotic education of the younger generation.

Thus, the study of the heroism of law enforcement officers in the context of the Nord-Ost
tragedy not only highlights their courageous deeds but also serves as an important lesson for
future generations about the significance of serving society and the willingness to defend the
Motherland in situations of extreme danger.

The psychology of rescue



The psychological preparation of special forces operatives is a complex and multifaceted process
aimed at developing a specific set of qualities that enable effective action in high-risk and
uncertain environments. At the core of this preparation is the cultivation of a unique combat
spirit, founded on patriotism, a sense of duty, responsibility for the lives and safety of citizens,
and a willingness to self-sacrifice.

Combat spirit isn’t innate; it’s the result of long-term, systematic work encompassing the
following aspects:

e Ideological training. Instilling a conviction in the righteousness of their cause and
an understanding of the importance of their mission for society and the state. This
includes studying their nation’s history, the heroic deeds of their predecessors, and
recognizing the threat posed by terrorism.

e Psychological training. Developing stress resistance, emotional control, decision-making
skills under pressure and with limited information, and the ability to work effectively
as a team. This involves specialized exercises, role-playing, and simulations of combat
scenarios.

e Physical training. A high level of physical fitness is essential for effective action
in extreme situations. Regular, intensive training not only strengthens the body but also
cultivates discipline, endurance, and self-confidence.

e Teamwork. Building a cohesive unit where each operative trusts their comrades and
is ready to assist them in any situation. This is achieved through joint training exercises,
the execution of combat missions, and informal interaction.

The psychology of self-sacrifice

Willingness to self-sacrifice is one of the highest manifestations of human nobility. This
phenomenon is rooted in a complex combination of psychological factors: Altruism — the desire
to help others, even at the cost of one’s own life; Empathy — the ability to share and understand
the pain and suffering of others; Sense of Duty — a deep understanding of one’s responsibility
for the lives and safety of others; Patriotism — love for one’s country and a willingness

to defend it from any threat; Faith — religious or spiritual beliefs that provide the strength

to overcome the fear of death.

Preparing law enforcement personnel for the fight against terrorism is a continuous process that
demands constant improvement of both physical and psychological skills. Special attention must
be paid to fostering combative spirit, cultivating high moral qualities, and developing

a willingness to self-sacrifice. Only then can we ensure an effective fight against this global evil
and guarantee the safety of our citizens.

Sacrificing oneself for the children

Undoubtedly, every minute of the horrific tragedy weighed heavily on the entire nation. Every
possible way to rescue the innocent people caught in this nightmare was on the minds of every
law enforcement officer. While senior officers strategized on how to resolve the situation with
minimal casualties among the hostages, individual officers were eager to offer themselves

in exchange for those trapped in the throes of this political conflict.

An example of heroism and self-sacrifice is the act of Lieutenant Colonel of Military Justice
Konstantin Ivanovich Vasilyev, who had been unaware of the unfolding tragedy. In the evening,
after the media reported the seizure of Nord-Ost theatre audience members as hostages



by Chechen terrorists, Lieutenant Colonel Vasilyev independently decided to negotiate, hoping
to secure the release of the child hostages by offering himself in their place. Before entering the
building, he managed to open a gate and release a group of people who had broken free.

What transpired inside the building remains is still unknown. One version suggests that the
militants besieging the building didn’t believe Vasilyev’s offer to become a hostage and executed
him. Another version claims that before his death, he engaged the terrorists in hand-to-hand
combat. He disarmed two militants in the struggle, but a third fatally shot him with an automatic
rifle. Five bullets struck Konstantin, but he continued to fight until a sixth bullet to the head,
fired by one of the terrorists, ended his life. On October 26, after the assault on the theatre,
Lieutenant Colonel Vasilyev’s body was found in the basement. An orthodox cross lay beside
him; his right hand was positioned in the sign of the cross, his left hand clenched in a fist.

In 2004, he was posthumously awarded the Order of Courage. A square in his hometown
of Sarov was also named in his honor.

Conclusion

This work concludes the study of the heroic actions of law enforcement officers in the context

of the fight against the terrorist attack at the Dubrovka Theatre. Analysis of the events of that
tragic day demonstrates that security forces play a key role in ensuring the security of both the
socio-public and political order of the country. Their actions under extreme stress and uncertainty
exemplify a high level of professionalism and selflessness.

The officers of the Federal Security Service’s Special Purpose Center, in carrying out their
duties, became an example of courage and resolve for all law enforcement personnel. Their
ability to act cohesively and effectively in extreme situations confirm the importance of training
and moral fortitude for law enforcement officers. This serves as a reminder that in moments

of crisis, the lives and safety of citizens depend on them.

The importance of law enforcement service in such situations cannot be overstated. Their
willingness to sacrifice themselves and protect the lives of others underscore the significance

of their role in society. Ensuring security requires not only physical strength but also a high level
of moral responsibility, making the work of law enforcement agencies indispensable in the face
of terrorism and other emergencies.

Thus, the heroic deeds of law enforcement officers, such as the actions of Lieutenant Colonel
Konstantin Vasilyev, should serve as an inspiration for future generations. They remind us that
true strength lies not only in the ability to use force but also in the willingness to protect those
who cannot protect themselves.

Heroes of information war: military correspondents in special military operation zone
Introduction

Modern conflicts are resolved not only on the battlefield, but also in the information space. The
success of the information war, which is waged, among other things, by war correspondents,
largely predetermines victory in armed confrontation.

The main tasks of military journalism have always been and remain timely informing the public
about current events, the objectivity of information, its accuracy and reliability, independence
from official authorities.

Nowadays, in the conditions of global instability and new challenges that our country is forced
to confront, the desire to defend the homeland is becoming an integral part of the life of every
Russian.

Specificity of modern military journalism

The article by E. N. Rymareva and E. S. Dolgina [5] is devoted to the specifics of this profession.
The object of its coverage is not only military actions, but also the activities of the army
as a whole.

When considering the problems of armed conflicts, war correspondents put the emotional
component in the foreground, rather than statistics and strategic plans. For them, any armed
conflict is the pain and suffering of the civilian population, and the fighters are people who have
shown courage and will, sympathy and humanism.



War journalism is one of the most important forms in this area. It is considered the most
dangerous due to the high risk. War correspondents work very close to the combat zone (in “hot
spots”) in order to provide truthful information. Journalists boldly walk side by side with the
Russian military.

Prominent representatives of military journalism “We differ from the military in that we
do not take up arms”

Since the beginning of the SMO, we have been watching reports from war correspondents,
reading about their work in various media (on television, on the radio, on the Internet) [1; 2].
Their reports, photographs, and videos are truthful and worthy of attention and trust.

Alexander Kots. The list of “hot spots” where Alexander went on journalist trips is long —
Serbia, Libya, Syria, Afghanistan, Iraq. Since December 2013, Alexander Kots has been
reporting from Donbass and Crimea. Alexander Kots is included in the rating of the most cited
journalists according to “Medialogiya” (October 2022).

Alexander Sladkov. He reported on the bombing of Belgrade, the war in Iraq. Since 2014,
Alexander Sladkov has been reporting from Donbass. His bright, memorable films cannot leave
anyone indifferent. Alexander is a two-time Knight of the Order of Courage (2000 and 2009).

Andrey Rudenko. For the past several years, he has been working in Donbass near the line
of combat contact... He was awarded the Order of Merit for the Republic by the DPR
government.

Dmitry Steshin. In 2000, he began working for Komsomolskaya Pravda. He prepared materials
on color revolutions in Tunisia, Libya, and Egypt. Since 2013, he has been reporting from
Ukraine and Donbass. Dmitry Steshin is the author of the book “Sacred Military Operation”.

Semyon Pegov. Now Semyon Pegov reports from the Special Military Operation zone.
In October 2022, he suffered a serious leg injury after stepping on a “petal” mine.

Yevgeny Poddubny. Since February 2022, Yevgeny Poddubny has been reporting from the SVO
zone. In August 2024, he came under fire on the border with Ukraine in the Kursk region. The
injuries were so severe that the war correspondent barely survived.

Despite the fact that the inviolability of representatives of the press in military conflict zones
is enshrined in the Geneva Conventions, the Ukrainian regime ignores international law.

Among the journalists killed in the SMO zone: Valery Kozhin (1978-2024) — was mortally
wounded during the shelling of civilian targets in Donbass; Semyon Eremin (1982-2024) —
died because of an attack by a Ukrainian FPV-drone; Alexander Martemyanov (1990-2025) —
died as a result of a Ukrainian drone strike on a civilian vehicle; Boris Maksudov (1985—
2023) — was killed by shrapnel from a Ukrainian drone; Rostislav Zhuravlev (1989-2023) —



died in shelling in Donbass; Alexey Ilyashevich (1997-2022) — died in the battle for Avdiivka,
where he was a volunteer soldier.

They died at the hands of terrorists: Darya Dugina (1992-2022) — died in a car explosion at the
hands of terrorists; Vladlen Tatarsky (Maxim Fomin) (1982-2023) — died in an explosion

in a cafe in St. Petersburg at the hands of terrorists; and other selfless heroes of the information
war.

Western human rights organizations have never responded to the killings of Russian journalists.

“The state border of the Russian Federation passes through my trench” [6], says one of the
heroes of the book by the war correspondent of “Komsomolskaya Pravda”. During the first year
of the Special Military Operation, day after day, shoulder to shoulder with the military defenders
of Donbass and ordinary people who for many years performed their feat and made a choice —
always difficult. Together with the author of the book, the reader goes through the everyday life
of Donetsk, the storming of Mariupol, sharing the joy of victories and disappointment from
failures, sharing bread with the soldiers, helping children, the elderly and the wounded.
Alexander Kots is the author of the book “500 days of defeats and victories. Chronicle

of a Special Military Operation” [5].

of a Special Military Operation” [3]. The war correspondent dedicated his book to Vladimir
Sungorkin, editor-in-chief of the Komsomolskaya Pravda newspaper, who passed away in 2022.
He was buried at the Troekurovskoye Cemetery, on the “Alley of Journalists” — as it was named
in 2014. Journalists who died in “hot spots” were buried on the “Alley”: Anatoly Klyan, Anton
Voloshin, Andrei Stenin and others. Alexander Kots arrived in Donbass on February 19, 2022,
with a heavy premonition that SOMETHING would happen... The titles of the book’s chapters
speak for themselves, for example, “Day 17, “The First Liberated Village”, “The First Prisoners”,
“The First Flags”, “Six Months Later”, “The First Lessons”, “The Road to the Temple”,
“Refugees”, “A Still Frame for the Tribunal”, “Bucha”, “Izyum Hospital”, “Just Don’t Leave!”

Zakhar Prilepin wrote the book “Z Coordinate. Russian Lessons” [4]. “It was enough to look
at everything that was happening with open eyes to predict the beginning of the war in Donbass
in 2014” [4]. “Another advantage of Russia is that it does not want to be a world leader. It wants
only one thing: to be left alone. A big, kind Russia that does not wish harm to anyone...” [4].

Conclusion

Nowadays, information spreads at the speed of light and the role of journalists in conflicts
becomes very important. They risk their lives on the front lines for the sake of truthful coverage
of events, to tell us about the trials our soldiers go through. Their work has become an important
part of Russian history, a contribution to the education of patriotism and pride in their country
in the younger generation. This is especially relevant now, because 2025 has been declared the
year of the Defender of the Fatherland.

Unfortunately, not everyone manages to return home. We mourn and are proud of those who,
with a camera and microphone in their hands, served truth and justice at the cost of their lives.

Heroism of Russian defenders: the example of Sergey Perets

Definition of the title “Hero of Russia”

The title “Hero of Russia” is the highest form of state award, conferred for performing

an outstanding feat, displaying exceptional courage and selflessness in circumstances related
to the defense of the Fatherland, and in the course of performing official duties to the state.
Established in 1992, this title has become a symbol of recognition not only of personal heroism
but also of deep respect for the values that the defenders of the Fatherland embody.

The awarding of the title is usually carried out by decree of the President of the Russian
Federation. This is a clear and formalized procedure that involves collecting documents,

a detailed analysis of the accomplished feats and their consequences. The main criterion for
awarding is not only the quality of the action performed, but also its significance for the entire
society and state. It is important to note that the category of “feat” is interpreted very broadly and
can include both military operations and actions in the social sphere, in particular, outstanding
services in saving people’s lives, voluntary participation in emergency situations.

The title “Hero of Russia” is usually awarded not only to military personnel participating

in combat operations, but also to civilians who, showing extraordinary courage, were able

to prevent a disaster or save lives. This forms a special moral and ethical atmosphere and is the
culmination of the reward system in Russia, helping to create a positive public opinion about
important social, as well as public actions.

Despite all the complexities and variety of viewpoints, the title “Hero of Russia” still remains
a significant part of Russian culture, contagiously inspiring future generations to worthy deeds.
Society not only realizes but also distorts its experience, considering it through the prism

of heroism, which significantly affects the creation of historical memory and patriotic feelings.

Heroes are remembered, they are talked about, they become symbols, and many strive to emulate
them, hoping that one day they too will be able to become part of this significant and noble
tradition.



Thus, the title “Hero of Russia” represents not only an award, but also a whole idea,
encompassing moral values, aspects of state security and patriotic education of society. Each
time this title is awarded, a new chapter is created in history, which becomes the basis for
discussion, analysis and a deeper understanding of heroism in modern Russia.

Sergey Perets: a Hero of our time

Sergey Vladimirovich Perets was a police captain. He began his service in the internal affairs
bodies in December 1991.

From November 1994 to November 1996, and from May 1999 to August 2002, Perets served
in the OMON (Special Purpose Mobile Unit) in Cherepovets.

The future Hero of Russia was repeatedly on duty assignments in the North Caucasus region
of Russia. In total, including breaks, he spent 7 years on assignments from 1995 to 2002.

For exemplary performance of official duties and combat missions, he was awarded the Order
of Courage, medals “For Valor”, “For Distinction in the Protection of Public Order”, and the
medal of the Order “For Merit to the Fatherland 2nd Class”.

In his last duty assignment, Police Captain Sergey Vladimirovich Perets was sent on July 22,
2002, to participate in counter-terrorism measures in the Achkhoy-Martanovsky district of the
Chechen Republic as the commander of the OMON group under the Department of Internal
Affairs of the Vologda region.

He made quick and correct decisions about the leadership of the detachment personnel, both
in everyday life and in combat situations. He personally led operational assault groups during the
performance of combat missions in the settlements of the Chechen Republic.

In the face of direct combat with insurgents, he acted swiftly, confidently, and with a high level
of professionalism. He made appropriate decisions based on the situation and effectively
managed the engagement, demonstrating courage and bravery.

On August 16, 2002, at 4:00 AM, the Omsk Oblast OMON unit, stationed in Shalaji, reported
an insurgent attack and the inability to evacuate wounded personnel by air. A response team,
consisting of 9 OMON officers from Vologda Oblast and 4 armored vehicles with soldiers from
the 47th Internal Troops Regiment, was urgently dispatched.

Police Captain Sergey V. Perets assembled a team of experienced fighters, briefed them, and
equipped them with protective gear, ammunition, and communication systems, emphasizing the
urgent need for immediate action to save lives. Around 8:00 AM, the team advanced towards
Shalaji. Approaching Shalaji, Perets, leveraging his combat experience, spotted a group

of insurgents (up to 20 men) and decisively opened fire first, preventing a grenade launcher
round from hitting an APC.

In response, the column came under intense fire from grenade launchers and small arms from
three sides. The lead APC was cut off from the rest of the group. A three-hour firefight ensued,
during which Perets sustained shrapnel wounds. Despite his injuries, he organized the dispersal
of his men, helped them take advantageous positions, and continued to engage the enemy with
accurate fire, suppressing enemy firing points. He personally rescued the wounded Sergeant Yuri
M. Frolov from the battlefield, carrying him to cover while maintaining the unit’s morale. While
returning, Perets received a fatal sniper shot to the head.



Thanks to Captain Perets’ decisive and skillful actions, the insurgent group was repelled and
eliminated, and the lives of the OMON personnel were saved. This incident demonstrates the
highest level of professionalism and personal courage of the police captain.

For his courageous and decisive actions in the performance of his duty and combat missions,
under conditions involving real risk to life during a counter-terrorist operation in the Chechen
Republic, and for the courage and heroism displayed, saving and preserving the lives of his
colleagues, by Decree of the President of the Russian Federation No. 1314 of November 8, 2003,
Police Captain Sergey V. Perets was posthumously awarded the title Hero of the Russian
Federation.

The role of Heroes in shaping patriotism

Heroes of Russia, possessing outstanding spiritual courage and selflessness, play a key role
in shaping patriotic feelings in society. Their feats, often accomplished under the most
challenging conditions, become not only symbols of personal bravery but also a source

Introduction

We are going through a very difficult period in our history, but it is precisely in such

a challenging time that a person’s true character and inner world emerge, or as they say, it is “the
time of heroes.” We want to tell you about a combat officer, a true man and patriot, Nikolai
Pavlovich Evseev.

Biography

Guard Lieutenant Nikolai Pavlovich Evseev was born on March 3, 1998. Even during his school
years, Kolya thought about tying his life to the army and following his grandfather, Nikolai
Alexandrovich Evseev, who was a combat pilot and fighter, and becoming an officer in the
Russian army. To become an officer, Nikolai started intensive training in sports (track and field
and multi-sport), and learning foreign languages.

In 2016, he entered the VDV Higher Military Command School. The school quickly became like
a second home for Nikolai. Soon he became a sergeant and a squad commander. But then the
unexpected happened: he was expelled from the third year and it turned out to be a difficult trial
for him. Like a true fighter, he didn’t give up, gathered all the necessary documents, returned

to the Russian Armed Forces, signed a contract with the 45th Airborne Reconnaissance Brigade,
and faithfully served while preparing to be reinstated at his beloved school. After a year and

a half, he was reinstated and in three years graduated from the school with honors, having earned
a diploma with distinction and a gold medal.

Nikolai was an excellent cadet, he was always the best and with everything he did: studied well,
was engaged in sports, traveled for sport competitions and business trips, and devoted much time
to learning English. He realized that knowing the language is not just about reading books and
watching movies, although that’s important for mastering the language, but that the language

is also a training ground for memory, attention, and the development of logical and analytical
thinking and creativity, skills that are crucial and of great importance in military affairs and

in the planning and execution of special operations.
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His language skills were highly appreciated, and he was included in the Russian delegation for
a trip to Hanoi, the capital of Vietnam. Nikolai participated in a final planning conference before
joint peacekeeping exercises with ASEAN countries and their partners, where English was the
working language, and he served as a translator for the head of the Russian delegation.

After graduation from the higher school, Nikolai was assigned to the 14th GRU Brigade
in Khabarovsk and became the commander of a special forces group. His main dream came true
as he always wanted to work with the personnel.

Service in the SMO

Soon, he was sent to the Special Military Operation zone to carry out combat tasks. Though

he was much younger some of his subordinates, the soldiers appreciated Nikolai’s
professionalism and treated him with great respect as a competent senior commander. In the most
difficult situations, he didn’t lose his temper and remained optimistic, always saying,
“Everything is fine!” “It works out very well!”.

During combat operations he constantly showed heroism, and through his personal example,
he proved to his comrades his love for the Motherland and readiness to carry out combat tasks
selflessly and courageously. During his service, he was awarded several honors, including two
Orders of Courage and the medal “For Courage”. During his time in the Special Military
Operation zone, Nikolai was wounded three times, but he did not exercise his right

to rehabilitation, because his country called him, and his group and company were waiting for
him.

Of course, there were plans for civil life: leave, marriage, starting a family, settling into peaceful
life, but none of those plans were meant to be, because he was, and remained to the very end,
devoted to his homeland and his military duty.

There 1s much more that could be said about Nikolai, about how he in such a short time managed
to do so much for his family, friends, beloved, and for the peaceful sky above us, because
he loved his country, his dear people, his comrades, and the cause he served.

Courage and heroism of a fighter

On December 3, 2024, while carrying out a combat mission, Nikolai died a hero’s death, on the
battlefield, with a weapon in his hands, defending his homeland. It could have been otherwise,
but he did everything he could to keep his personnel safe and to move them to the evacuation
zone, while he stayed behind to make sure his subordinates were safe. At that moment an enemy
drone arrived, and that was the end.

Conclusion

This is who our Nikolai was — a true son of his country, of our Motherland, a friend, and
a reliable combat shoulder for each of his beloved ones. A true Defender of the Fatherland.
To be a warrior — to live forever! Peace to the fallen!

Yevgeny Zinichev



Introduction

Heroes in the Age of Uncertainty. According to the UN (2023), the 21st century has seen a 75%
increase in natural disasters compared to previous decades. In this context, figures like Yevgeny
Zinichev, Russia’s Minister of Emergency Situations (2018-2021), redefine heroism as a blend
of professionalism and selflessness. His death during a rescue operation in 2021 sparked

a national conversation on the need for role models in an era of fragmentation.

The anatomy of heroism: from myth to modernity

Historical Evolution. Heroes have transitioned from mythical warriors to everyday saviors.
Sociologist E. Schein (2020) identifies three archetypes:

e Rescuers (firefighters, doctors).
e Activists (environmentalists, volunteers).
o Innovators (scientists, tech pioneers).

State and Media Roles. Russia’s “Heroes of Our Time” media campaign shares stories like that
of a nurse who saved 50 patients during COVID-19. Such narratives, says psychologist
L. Petranovskaya, “restore faith in humanity during crises.”

Global Case Studies.
— Japan: Schools teach “Disaster Ethics” using the 2011 Fukushima tragedy.

— USA: FEMA Corps integrates youth into emergency response, combining service to career
development.

Yevgeny Zinichev: forging a hero’s path

Early Years: The Roots of Courage. Born into a working-class family, Zinichev learned
responsibility early. His schoolteacher recalls: “At 14, he saved a drowning boy, risking his own
life.”

KGB-FSB: training a strategist.
— 1987-1991: counterintelligence operations against foreign agents.

— 2000s: counterterrorism in the North Caucasus. Colleagues praised his “ability to anticipate
threats.”

Kaliningrad Experiment.

As acting governor (2016-2018), he:

— launched an SMS-alert system, reducing flood fatalities by 40%.
— created mobile teams of retired rescuers to train civilians.
Transforming EMERCOM: innovation and sacrifice.

Digital Breakthroughs.

— Al Platform “Strelets”: Predicts wildfires with 90% accuracy, preventing 15 major fires
in 2020.

— Rescue Drones: Equipped with thermal cameras, cutting search times by 35%.



Global Cooperation.

— Joint drills with Belarus (“Union Shield-2020”) simulating nuclear accidents.
— Aid to Serbia during 2021 floods: Russian teams evacuated 200 people.
Leadership by example

— 2019, Irkutsk Floods: Zinichev spent 72 hours distributing aid.

— 2020, Norilsk Oil Spill: Coordinated cleanup crews 18 hours daily.

Conclusion: Heroism as a cultural code

Yevgeny Zinichev’s legacy proves heroism is a fusion of preparation, values, and instinct. His
life offers a blueprint for nurturing courage in an uncertain world — where technology enhances
humanity, not replaces it. As he stated in his final interview: “A hero isn’t someone who seeks
glory, but someone who forgets themselves when others are in danger.”

Fyodor Babayov: his life is a role model, his death is a tragedy
The Russian National Guard troops on the frontline of the fight against terrorism

Nowadays combating terrorism and extremism is one of the primary responsibilities of security
forces. The Russian National Guard troops (Rosgvardiya) is an elite military unit of Russia that
carries out the most challenging tasks to ensure national security on a daily basis. Its divisions
participate in counterterrorism operations, protect strategic facilities, conduct reconnaissance
missions, and maintain public order. A special role in this fight is played by the fighters

of special units such as the 41st Separate Special Purpose Unit “Rus’”. One of its most



outstanding commanders was Colonel Fyodor Zakharovich Babayov — a man whose life
became an example of courage, patriotism, and dedication to his homeland.

Fyodor Babayov: a hero who brought glory to his country and Rosgvardiya

Russia’s history is rich with heroes, and Fyodor Babayov was one of them. He did not just
choose a military path — he devoted his life to protecting his country. His service in the special
forces, participation in the most complex operations, and unwavering commitment to his duty
made him a legend among his comrades.

Fyodor Zakharovich was not only a brilliant officer but also a man of iron will, for whom honor,
duty, and responsibility to his country were paramount. He did not seek fame or recognition —
he did his job, knowing that people like him were the shield of the nation.

Biography: the path of a true officer

Fyodor Zakharovich Babayov was born on June 25, 1984, in the city of Pyatigorsk. From early
childhood, he demonstrated determination, bravery, and a desire to serve. These qualities led him
to the St. Petersburg Military Institute of the Internal Troops of the Ministry of Internal Affairs
of Russia, which he graduated from in 2006.

Service in elite special forces became his destiny. He rose from a junior officer to the rank
of colonel and commander of the 41st Separate Special Purpose Unit “Rus’” [1]. Babayov did
not just lead the unit — he was always at the forefront, going into battle alongside his soldiers.

A heroic deed that made history

Fyodor Babayov was killed on October 14, 2022, while carrying out a combat mission in the
zone of a special military operation. His final mission became a testament to his ultimate military
valor. He fought to the last moment, defending his comrades and fulfilling his duty to the
Motherland.

He could have chosen a safer path, but he was not one to seek the easy way out. His sacrifice
is the story of a true officer who never backed down in the face of danger. For his bravery,
Fyodor Zakharovich was posthumously awarded the Orders of Military Merit and Courage,
as well as the Medals for Valor and Suvorov.

Wife, family, and eternal memory

Behind every brave warrior stands a family, and Fyodor Babayov was no exception. He was not
only a hero but also a loving husband. His wife, also a service member of the National Guard
troops, proudly remembers him as a man who always placed duty above all but remained

a caring and devoted person.

After his perishing, his family received countless messages of support from fellow soldiers,
friends, the Rosgvardiya command, and ordinary citizens. His memory lives on in the hearts
of his loved ones, comrades-in-arms, and all those who know of his heroic deeds.

National pride

Fyodor Babayov’s heroism has not been forgotten. Streets have been named after him [3],
memorial plaques have been installed, and youth military organizations proudly bear his name.
At the Zhukov’s Order Military Academy of the National Guard Troops of the Russian
Federation, where he studied, a commemorative plaque has been placed in his honor.



A documentary film titled “The Feat of One’s Own” has been made in memory of Colonel
Fyodor Zakharovich Babayov [2]. This film tells the story of the life and service of the
commander of the “Rus’” special forces unit, who heroically gave his life in the line of duty. The
film was shown to service members in St. Petersburg during the ceremony of unveiling

a memorial plaque in Rosgvardiya Military Academy in his honor.

Fyodor Babayov’s life is a story of bravery, resilience, and boundless love for his homeland.

He has become a symbol of military honor and patriotism, an example for future generations

of officers and special forces fighters. True heroes like him are remembered forever, and as long
as their memory lives, so does the nation itself. Fyodor Zakharovich Babayov is an exceptional
hero of his time who brought glory to Rosgvardiya and Russia.

As the head of the Rosgvardiya Military Academy said during the installation of his memorial
plaque: “His life is a role model, his death is a tragedy”.

Introduction

On February 24, 2022, on the territory of Ukraine a special military operation began, the main
participant which is the Russian army. The main goal is to defend the sovereignty of our country,
repel Western intervention, and liberate Ukraine from neo-Nazism. Our military has a task

to minimize the loss of personnel and civilians during combat missions.

We understand that our President Vladimir Putin made the right decision to conduct a special
military operation, as the long-term abuse of civilians in our brotherly state, Ukraine, has

no justification. Our soldiers consciously protect civilians and their homeland sacrificing their
lives and health, there is no other way out in this situation.

We know a lot about the exploits of Soviet soldiers who performed on the battlefield. Is there
a place for dedication nowadays? After all, we hear that the traditions that once created a very
powerful state are crumbling, and the upbringing of children today is different from the one
before. So, the question is, is it possible to raise a hero and how to do that?

Heroes are not born, but become through great work and effort. Since early childhood, parents
have shown and teach children to understand what is good and what is bad.

As a rule, in our time, heroes are those
people who, as children, obtained great achievements, studied well, went in for sports and took
care of their neighbors, as well as extended a helping hand to those in need, as a rule, the family
taught all this.

To raise a real hero, from early childhood, children need to be told in detail about the heroes

of our time and the past, for example, everyone in the family has a relative who was a participant
in a military conflict (the Great Patriotic War, Afghanistan, Chechnya and nowadays a Special
Military Operation). From a young age children need to be told about the exploits of the heroes
of our country, to talk about their lives before they went to war, in my case, my grandfather told
me about the Great Patriotic War, I also learned from him stories about Valya Kotik, Lenya



Golikov, Marat Kazey, Volodya Dubinin, there were the pioneers, who became war heroes being
children.

I believe that children should know such stories so that from their youth they can choose

an example to follow and, most importantly, understand why the exploits were done, in addition,
it is necessary to read books such as Yuri German, “That’s how it was” this

is an autobiographical work about Leningrad during the Soviet era wars. The book is written

on behalf of first-grader Misha, who talks about the blockade, famine, bombing and the heroism
of his parents. In the eyes of a child, everything doesn’t look so scary. Thanks to the simple
language and the “childish” view of what is happening, the book can be read to preschoolers.
Another book by Elena Ilyina, “The Fourth Height” [2]. Every Soviet schoolboy knew this book
by writer Elena Ilyina. This is a story about a real-life girl named Gula Koroleva, about her
childhood and youth, independence, courage, quick temper and the ability to admit her mistakes.
On how the girl tried to escape to Spain, starred in films, and how she left her newborn child

in the evacuation, went to the front and died heroically when she was only 20 years old.

Also, to raise a hero, you need to show children the beauty of the country, to show love for the
motherland, my parents took me to nature and every trip was special for me, the views of the
river fields, walks through the cities of Russia, excursions to museums influenced my interest

in learning even more about the stories of our country and that’s how much I’ve come to love the
country. thanks to this kind of upbringing. I believe that I am a patriot of the country, and

at an older age I continued to read books such as “And the dawns here are quiet...” Boris
Vasiliev, and after the beginning of his career, I began to be interested in the lives of the current
heroes, their upbringing, childhood and what a feat he did.

In this article, I will talk about the Hero of Russia Vladislav Golovin, also known by the call sign
“Struna”, who in my eyes is a real role model.



Vladislav was born in Kirov on May 20, 1997. The boy lost his father at the age of 13, and was
raised by his mother and grandfather, who served in the Air Defense Forces. The man told the
child a lot about military service, officer honor and love for the Motherland. Thanks to a relative,
the boy got the idea to get into the Ryazan Higher Airborne Command School, although he did
not aspire to become an officer in childhood: “It came much later, when the TV series ‘Cadets’
was broadcast. And that’s when I decided that I would definitely be a military man. I even tried
to enroll in the Suvorov College several times, but it didn’t work out”.

Since childhood, Vlad has been involved in all-around sports, his mother was at all his
competitions, supported her son’s interest in sports and self-confidence.

During his school years, Vlad was a prize-winner of the municipal stage of the All-Russian
Olympiad of schoolchildren in physical education, the winner of the regional pre-conscription
youth sports contest in grenade throwing, and a regular participant in the city relay race

in athletics. After graduating from high school, the young man entered the Ryazan Guards
Higher Military Amphibious School named after V. F. Margelov in 2015, and chose a Marine
platoon for himself, since there were no places left at the Special Forces faculty. In an interview,
Golovin said that he was not an exemplary cadet, which did not prevent him from receiving a red
diploma. At the same time, he continued to play sports and participated in all-around
competitions.

After graduating from specializing school, a native of Kirov was appointed commander of the
amphibious assault platoon of the 810th Separate Guards Marine Brigade stationed in the Crimea
and Krasnodar Territory. In 2020, Vladislav’s unit ended up in Nagorno-Karabakh, in the
Armenian-Azerbaijani conflict zone. The Russians were carrying out a peacekeeping mission
and trying to protect civilians from the horrors of war.



When the special operation began, he was appointed a commander of the Airborne Assault Unit.
From the very beginning, Vlad not only commanded Marine special forces groups, but also took
part in the liberation of the city of Mariupol from militants and the 36th Brigade of the armed
forces of Ukraine. True patriotism, amazing calmness and self—control — these qualities

of Vlad were admired by his colleagues and his willingness to follow him into battle. At the end
of June 2022, Vlad was injured and lost his leg. For many months, he was recovering and
learning to walk on a prosthetic leg, with his mother and wife by his side. Their support helped
the young man overcome pain and despair, and find new professional horizons for himself. Since
February 24, 2022, as part of his unit, he participated in a special military operation of Russia

in Ukraine in the Mariupol direction of the DPR. He went on combat missions with a red
backpack on his back. In March-May 2023, Guard Senior Lieutenant Vladislav Golovin with the
call sign “Struna” (took the call sign from the previous platoon commander) commanded

a special forces group in combat operations during the liberation of the city of Mariupol from the
nationalist Azov regiment and the 36th Separate Marine Brigade of the Armed Forces

of Ukraine. It was he who suggested that they lay down their arms and leave Azovstal. In one

of the battles during the storming of the city, when his commander’s legs were broken and the
deputy commander was killed, Golovin assumed command of the unit. He personally led the
intelligence group and provided important information. During the next battle, he personally
destroyed three infantry fighting vehicles and up to 20 enemy personnel. As a result, the
settlement was taken under the control of our troops. He got a concussion. In another battle,

he received a concussion, but despite this, he carried wounded soldiers from the battlefield, and
then, recovering a little, refused to be hospitalized and rejoined the ranks.

In early June 2022, while performing reconnaissance operations, Golovin’s platoon encountered
an enemy sabotage and reconnaissance group. During the battle, while covering a subordinate,
the officer received a mine-explosive wound with a complete amputation of his right foot and
was subsequently evacuated to a hospital, where his lower leg was amputated.

By Decree of the President of the Russian Federation dated September 20, 2022, Senior
Lieutenant Vladislav Nikolaevich Golovin was awarded the title Hero of the Russian Federation
for heroism, courage and bravery shown in the performance of military duty. The Gold Star
Medal was awarded to the Hero on October 21, 2022 at the National Defense Management
Center of the Russian Federation by the Minister of Defense, Army General Sergei Shoigu.

After rehabilitation measures in a Moscow hospital, he returned to service. In 2023, he was
appointed senior lecturer at the Department of Military and Political Work in the military of the
Ryazan Guards Higher Airborne Command School and awarded the rank of captain.

Vladislav is still an active participant in the special military operation, no matter what,

he heroically shows a true example of a patriot and defender of the country, thereby being

an impeccable example of courage and imitation for the younger generation, knowledge about
such people in our country causes pride and shows the true greatness of our country and the
strength of the Russian people.

Conclusion

Thus, in this paper, I talked about the life of one of the heroes of our great country, as well

as how important it is for children from a young age to show an active interest in the history
of the country and the exploits of people. As a conclusion, despite the numerous aggressions
from the West, Russia remains a strong country in which new heroes of the time are brought
up every day, and despite the active information war, as well as numerous protests and slogans.



It is necessary to understand the importance of preserving the history of our country and the
history of our ancestors in the memory of the future generation, and We should also try to pay
attention to the education of patriotism in children, in order to form a correct perception

of patriotism. Love for the Motherland must come from the heart, be supported by knowledge
and expressed in real actions. A true patriot is undoubtedly a person who is not only proud of his
country, but also strives to contribute to its development, preservation of cultural development
and prosperity [1].

Introduction

Modern society faces numerous challenges and threats, including crime, terrorism, and other
offenses. In this context, the effectiveness of law enforcement agencies becomes a key factor

in ensuring public safety. One of the most significant units operating in this area is the Special
Purpose Unit “Grom”. “Grom” is an elite unit, a symbol of courage, professionalism, and
readiness to perform the most complex tasks in the face of contemporary conflict. Created

to combat terrorism and ensure the safety of citizens, “Grom” has established itself as one of the
most effective law enforcement structures, capable of responding quickly to threats of various
natures.

A key focus of our research will be the story of Alexander Nikolayevich Golovashkin. His
heroism symbolizes strong spirit, teamwork, and self-sacrifice.

The primary aim of this article is to offer an inside perspective on the Special Purpose Unit
“Grom”. The topic’s relevance increases annually as society demands high-level security and
protection. It is hoped that this work will inspire young people to consider serving in this unit.

History of the unit's formation

“Grom Spetsnaz” — this combination of words first appeared in our country in early December
1979 when a special unit bearing this name was formed from 25 members of the “Alpha” group
within the 7th Directorate of the KGB of the USSR. The objective of the “Grom” spetsnaz within
the state security organs was to participate in Operation “Storm-333” in Afghanistan that same
year. By the end of 1979, the KGB’s “Grom” special forces unit was disbanded.

The second time “Grom” was used to denote a special forces unit was in modern Russia. History
remains silent on whether it was a coincidence or if someone familiar with the KGB unit gave

it the same name. Nevertheless, “Grom” spetsnaz reappeared in 2003 within the system of the
Federal Drug Control Service (FSKN) of Russia.

From 2003 to 2016, the FSKN spetsnaz provided tactical support to drug enforcement officers
during the apprehension of drug manufacturers and couriers (in buildings and vehicles), the
seizure of drug production laboratories, and so forth.

In 2016, when all police special forces units were transferred to the jurisdiction of the National
Guard (Rosgvardia), “Grom” was also disbanded. Some operatives joined the OMON and SOBR
units of the National Guard, while others were temporarily unemployed due to a lack of available
positions. However, the Ministry of Internal Affairs (MVD) leadership decided not to lose
experienced personnel, and within a few months of disbandment, “Grom” was reinstated,
remaining within the MVD system.

Moreover, while in 2016-2017 the MVD “Grom” spetsnaz existed only in Moscow, by 2025, its
branches had been established and are functioning in most regions of the Russian Federation.

Procedure for joining “Grom” Special Forces

Joining the “Grom” special forces unit is a multi-stage process that demands not only
outstanding physical and moral qualities but also a willingness to perform complex and risky
tasks. Those wishing to become part of this elite unit must meet several strict criteria: age not
exceeding 30 years, Russian citizenship, and successful completion of several selection stages.



e Preliminary interview. After submitting an application or report addressed to the unit
commander, candidates undergo an interview with representatives of the Ministry
of Internal Affairs (MVD). This stage assesses the candidate’s life priorities and
perspectives on service. If their attitudes do not align with the requirements for “Grom”
officers, further participation in the selection process is impossible. Successful
completion of the interview opens the way to the next stage — a medical examination,
where the candidate must confirm their complete physical and psychological health.

e Background check. This stage involves a thorough verification of biographical
information for both the candidate and their close relatives. The candidate must not have
problems with alcohol or drugs, nor hold citizenship of a foreign state or exhibit
extremist views. Much of this information is verified using a polygraph, making
it impossible to conceal past facts.

e Physical tests. Candidates must undergo a series of physical tests, including a 3 km run
(no more than 12 minutes), 60 push-ups, 25 pull-ups, and other physical standards, each
with a 2-minute time limit. The assessment also includes three sparring matches with
active members of the special forces’ unit. Failure in any of the matches can lead to the
physical training results being deemed unsatisfactory.

Therefore, the path to serving in the “Grom” Special Forces Unit requires candidates
to demonstrate a high degree of preparedness, both physical and moral, along with complete
transparency regarding their past.

Golovashkin Alexander: an example of courage and dedication

Alexander Nikolayevich Golovashkin, born on December 4, 1972, in the small village of Likino,
Odintsovo district, Moscow region, stands as a remarkable example of service to his country.

In 1991, he was drafted into the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation, serving in the North
Caucasus District of the Internal Troops of the Ministry of Internal Affairs (MVD). After
completing his mandatory service in 1993, he continued his career in the internal affairs bodies.

Throughout his service, Golovashkin frequently undertook official deployments to the North
Caucasus region, facing high risks and challenging conditions. His professionalism and
dedication were recognized with numerous awards, including medals “For Courage,” Orders
“For Merit to the Fatherland” I and II degrees, and the Order of Courage.

From April 14, 2007, Police Major Golovashkin was stationed in the Republic of Dagestan,
participating in a special complex preventative operation. During this operation, he was
appointed deputy commander of a mobile group operating in the Khasavyurt direction. Due

to his extensive experience and high professional skills, he successfully fulfilled assigned tasks.

On May 12, 2007, in Khasavyurt, as part of the SOBR “Bulat” unit, Golovashkin participated
in an operation to locate armed militants responsible for numerous terrorist acts and murders
of civilians and law enforcement officers. The operation was complicated by the lack of precise
information about the militants’ location and the need to inspect multiple sites.

The group under Alexander Nikolayevich’s command systematically checked all buildings in the
area, tightening the net around the suspected terrorist hideout. As the group entered a house, the
militants opened fire. Golovashkin, acting as point man with a ballistic shield, sustained multiple
hits — bullets pierced his helmet and shield and also damaged his comrade’s weapon.



Despite being wounded and stunned by the heavy fire, Golovashkin displayed incredible
resilience. He continued to direct the group’s actions, even while injured and bleeding.

In conditions of limited visibility and constant threat from the militants, he managed to create
an accurate schematic of the building for subsequent operations.

Only after issuing all necessary instructions and ensuring the safety of his subordinates did
he agree to leave the scene in an ambulance. Thanks to his decisive actions, the terrorists were
cornered and eliminated, and the lives of the unit members were saved.

For his displayed courage and heroism in the line of duty in the North Caucasus region,
Alexander Nikolayevich Golovashkin was awarded the title of Hero of the Russian Federation
by decree of the President of the Russian Federation No. 182 dated February 11, 2008. His
heroic act serves as a shining example of true courage and selflessness, worthy of emulation.

Conclusion

The “Grom” special forces unit has not only become a symbol of strength and courage but also
embodies the ideals of selflessness and patriotism. Its history of formation and operations
demonstrates the professionalism and high training of its officers, enabling them to address the
most complex challenges facing society. The heroism displayed by “Grom” operatives inspires
and serves as a reminder that true heroes are not only those who fight on the front lines, but also
those ready to assist their fellow citizens at any moment.

The path to joining “Grom” demands not only physical and moral qualities but also a deep
understanding of one’s mission. Selection for the unit is rigorous and competitive, but this
ensures high training standards and team cohesion. Anyone who dreams of becoming part of this
elite unit must be prepared for self-sacrifice and service in the name of the safety and well-being
of their people.

Thus, the “Grom” special forces unit remains a reliable pillar of society, personifying the best
qualities of military personnel. Its experience and traditions will serve as a foundation for future
generations of defenders, ready to uphold justice and peace.

The image of modern hero
Introduction

Does today’s generation need heroes? Every historical epoch has needed a hero capable

of expressing important civic qualities of a person, such as patriotism, moral maturity, duty,
humanity, responsibility. For people of the older generation, whose personality formation took
place in the era of ideological education, the value of heroism, the value of self-sacrifice for the
sake of posterity, seems obvious. The personality of the modern younger generation is formed
within the framework of opposite value coordinates, with active propaganda of a lifestyle devoid
of heroic examples, oriented towards consumerism and permissiveness. That is why it is sad that
in our country today the subject of imitation and admiration is often not a rescuer, a war hero

or a worker, but a showman or a star. The deheroization of public and youth consciousness has
been gaining momentum inexorably over the last two decades. The consequence of this process
is alienation and rejection of the experience of previous generations, irony, cynicism, disbelief
in the nobility of others.

Yet today we do not tell our children: “We talk about courage, about determination, but
sometimes we add: “If you can, don’t fight”. And we hardly ever talk to children today about the
benefits of work. Reading is actively discussed in society, but not in the sense that you should
start reading, but in the sense that you should read books in addition to computers and computer
games. Family and school were and still are the environments in which the personality is formed.

Who's a hero?

As Alexander Vasilievich Suvorov said: “Choose a hero, take him as an example, imitate his
heroism, catch up with him, and surpass him — glory to you”.

The term “hero” is borrowed from ancient Greek and means “brave man, leader”. In early Greek
mythology, heroes mainly fought monsters; over time, a hero came to mean a person who
performs an act of self-sacrifice for the greater good. And the original prototype of modern
heroes is Prometheus, who stole fire from the Olympian gods, brought it to mankind, and
endured agonizing trials at the hands of an eagle that pecked out the liver of the brave man
chained to a rock.



As we know, every generation looks for its hero. Let’s remember that in the Soviet years
patriotic education was put on the state level. And every Soviet person from childhood formed
a stable image of a hero — a kind of example to follow (for example, Alexander Matrosov, who
covered the enemy’s trench with his chest, or the exploits of the “Young Guard”). Each era
produced its own heroes. When the Soviet era faded into oblivion, the youth of the 90s had
completely different heroes — sometimes cruel, unprincipled, but able to hold a gun, for
example, the heroes of the films “Brother”, “Zhmurki”, “Street of Broken Lights”, “Brigada”,
“Sisters”. So,who is the hero of the XXI century?

Today, when Russia is once again standing up for its interests on the world stage, the country
needs heroes more than ever, and so it must have them. They will be created by scientists,
journalists, cultural figures, educators. They will be military men, because it is easier to illustrate
heroism through military exploits, and they will be political and cultural figures of an all-Russian
scale, because only such a scale is able to correspond to the idea of an all-Russian civic identity
and the modern education system.

As long as the state sets high goals in the interests of society as a whole, it will need heroes. That
is why, even today, state authorities, educational institutions, mass media and public
organizations should make every effort to ensure that the younger generation and young people
know about outstanding statesmen and military figures, soldiers who performed heroic deeds

in the name of the freedom of the Fatherland, writers, intellectuals who made a great contribution
to the development of Russia.

Modern mass media, especially the Internet, play an important role in the formation

of orientations. Unfortunately, the images they cultivate are not always useful for society. Often
heroes are presented as scandalous people who violate established moral norms, as people who
have not contributed to the positive development of the country and its people. Therefore,

it is important that the media and all ordinary citizens, who are able to spread information

in social networks, are also aware of their responsibility for the moral health of the younger
generation.

As Vladimir Putin said in his New Year’s address, “The fighters of the SVO are true heroes who
have taken upon themselves the great task of defending Russia and providing our people with
lasting guarantees of peace and security”. The President also declared 2025 the Year of the
Defender of the Fatherland in honor of the Russian military and the 80th anniversary of the
Victory in World War Two (the Great Patriotic War).

It is impossible not to mention the efforts and heroism of our athletes, who continue to develop
and achieve results in international competitions, despite the many restrictions imposed on our
country.

Doctors, who save lives, even during a pandemic, are also heroes. It is hard to overestimate their
achievement. Bravery, courage, professionalism and love of humanity — these are the qualities
that characterize the people in white coats. Doctors were able to mobilize in a very short time,
learn how to treat the virus and pass on their knowledge to the younger generation of doctors and
trainees.

For me personally, a hero is a person of extraordinary courage and bravery who is willing to give
everything for the sake of another person. From a young age, I had two heroes that I still look

up to today. The first hero is my father, who from childhood dreamt of serving his country, was
able to enter a flying school in Volgograd, to graduate, to fly an aircraft as a navigator, to take
part in combat operations in Chechnya, to graduate from the Air Force Academy in Monino,



to work in the General Staff of the Ministry of Defense of the Russian Federation and now

to work in the Main Military-Political Department of the Ministry of Defense of the Russian
Federation. My father has always been characterized by courage, bravery, valor and
determination. My second hero is Dmitry Alexandrovich Razumovsky. This hero of Russia from
a young age aspired to military service, at a high level, showed himself on the Tajik-Afghan
border, for his head terrorists demanded a very large amount of money. Later he was transferred
to the state security services, where he began to serve in the elite unit of Department “B”
(Vympel), participated in two Chechen wars, liberated children from the school in Beslan, where
he was killed by an enemy sniper in the schoolyard, For courage and heroism shown in the
performance of a special task, by Decree of the President of the Russian Federation

of 6 September 2004, Lieutenant Colonel Razumovsky Dmitry Alexandrovich Razumovsky was
posthumously awarded the title Hero of the Russian Federation (Medal No. 829).

How to raise heroes?

Over the past 20 years, the personality of the younger generation has been shaped by the active
propaganda of a lifestyle devoid of lofty ideals and heroic examples, oriented towards idleness,
consumerism and permissiveness. In their perception of the value of a positive heroic image,
modern young people are constantly confronted with a number of obstacles, including irony,
cynicism, and disbelief in the nobility of others. Therefore, today’s young people need to be able
to distinguish the images of heroes from the images of pseudo-heroes. On this basis it is possible
to form and develop the personality of a Russian citizen capable of making moral decisions

in the modern conditions of blurred value orientations and the general spread of mass culture,
which promotes the escape from reality into the world of fantasies and dreams.

In addition, from 1 March 2024 we have started to implement in our country the “Time

of Heroes” program, which aims to train highly qualified, competent managers from among the
SVO participants for further work in state and municipal authorities and state enterprises. The
program includes training in modern management methods and technologies, teamwork and
personal development.

Based on my experience, I can highlight the education provided by the Military-Patriotic Centre
“Vympel”, where instructors together with representatives of special units give the opportunity

to understand who is a modern hero and help to determine the right path in life. My parents also
had a great influence on me, giving me the right life guidelines to choose true heroes for myself.

Conclusion

So, to sum up the article, we can say that a modern hero is not just a character from a book,
comic or film, but the real modern heroes are among us. They can be our soldiers who defend the
interests of our country, our doctors who fight for the lives of millions of people every day, our
teachers who educate us with the right thoughts and make us conscious people, our politicians
who defend the interests of our country in the international arena under many constraints.
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
